K3C Credit Counselling is in full agree-

ment with the Financial Consumer Agency 
of Canada (FCAC) who issued a consumer 
alert January 10, 2012. Th e FCAC alert 
cautions people to take a closer look at the 
claims to slash debt, protect credit ratings 
and that imply government involvement. 

“Unfortunately, people do not always 
see the benefi ts that debt reduction compan-
ies lead them to expect—and some people 
wind up even deeper in debt than they were 
before,” says FCAC Commissioner Ursula 
Menke. “If an off er to reduce your debts 
seems too good to be true, it probably is.” 

Locally, K3C Credit Counselling, a 
not-for-profi t, community service provides 
consumers with what makes the most sense 
– a complete review of their situation; an 
expert overview of all the options available; 
suggestions for immediate actions or chan-
ges; and the support to follow through with 
a long-term plan. 

K3C Credit Counselling Manager, De-
lima Whittle said, “When we talk to people 
about their debt, we try to identify how 
they came to be in this position. Often, the 
situation is created by factors such as under-
employment or family separation. Also, 

there are times when it’s a lack of money 
management and budgeting skills (we can 
teach those). Th at’s why making a plan that’s 
specifi c to that person or family is so im-
portant. Budgeting is like a diet – if it’s too 
strict; it’s hard to stick with it. It’s a way of 
life, not a quick fi x.” 

Th e Ontario Association of Credit 
Counselling Services (OACCS) has more 
than 40 members, including K3C, who have 
been providing not-for-profi t credit and 
debt counselling services for over forty years.

How to help a smoker quit

Deciding to quit smoking is tough. 
Smokers make this decision in their 
own time, for their own reasons. You 
can’t do it for them, but you can help 
them to make the quitting process a 
little easier.  

Quitting smoking is not just 
about stopping. It also means fi ghting 
physical and psychological addictions 
and changing strong habits. 
If you are willing to help 
someone quit, here are 
some recommendations 
that can be useful:

Show them you 
are interested in the 
process and how 
optimistic you are, 
but don’t exaggerate.

Carefully listen 
to them. Be respectful 
and avoid judging or 
giving advice unless it is 
asked.

Ask what you can do to be the 
most help. Do your best to respond to 
their needs, not what you think is best. 
Be available, but not pushy.

Be sympathetic about any physical 
discomfort caused by withdrawal 
from tobacco.  To quit can bring on 
physical and psychological symptoms 
like nervousness, irritability, diffi  culty 
concentrating, headaches, food cravings, 
insomnia etc.

To avoid temptation, they may 
want to change some activities, stop 

seeing certain friends or going 
to certain places for a while. 

Don’t complain! Just accept 
doing other activities 

and be available if your 
company is requested.

Expect diff erent 
behaviour, especially 
during the fi rst weeks.  
Th e ex-smoker may 

be cranky, nervous and 
even aggressive.  Be 

understanding!
Be sensitive to their 

moods and needs.  At diff erent 
times, they may want to help, or to be 

left alone.  Th ey may or may not want 
to talk.  Make sure you’re not causing 
more stress when trying to help.
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Turning 40, detrimental 
health aff ects gave Ewan 

MacLeod the incentive to quit

Ewan MacLeod, an ACS Tech at 
ATESS, has fi nally quit smoking after 
smoking 15 cigarettes a day for 24 years. 
Th e fact he was turning 40 years old 
and the detrimental aff ect the smoking 
was having on his health gave him the 
incentive to make his attempt to quit 
work this time, according to MacLeod.

MacLeod said he had tried to quit 
before but couldn’t for two reasons – he 
wasn’t ready and he enjoyed it.

But this time, he had health concerns 
at age 40, he expected to experience 
some fi nancial gain from quitting and he 
wanted to experience the pride of quitting 
a very tough habit to break.

According to MacLeod, two things 
helped this eff ort work. “I was turning 40 
and Champix helped,” he said. “I really felt 
ready and was willing to give substantial 
eff ort to achieve the goal this time.”

Most of MacLeod’s motivational 
tools came from within, he notes.

“Having the free will to quit comes 
from within. We all have the power to 
quit and, if you really want to, you will. 
I took account of my life and health and 
weighed the consequences. Getting angry 

with myself for smoking also seemed to 
help with my motivational needs.”

Who was his greatest supporter? 
MacLeod said it was himself. “You can’t 
rely on anyone else to quit for you. You 
have to be accountable to yourself and 
your battle.”

Th e benefi ts of quitting have been 
more wide ranging than perhaps MacLeod 
would have initially anticipated. First was 
his health.

“I feel better in general,” he said. 
“People have actually told me I look better. 
Just knowing you don’t smoke makes 
every day easier to quit. Financiall, things 
are a little better. I have a lot more time 
for myself and others. Spending more 
time with my son and not feeling guilty 
for smoking around him is awesome.

While mentally ready, MacLeod said 
it was still hard to quit smoking.

“It was hard but this time was easier 
than any other due to the fact I felt ready,” 
he said.

Asked if he planned on rewarding 
himself for quitting, MacLeod noted, 
“Every day I don’t smoke is a reward, 
although I would like to reward myself 
with a nice gift sooner or later.”
